Omar A. Muhammad was born into a Black Muslim family, living in Newark, New Jersey. As the first born of seven children, it was his responsibility to set an example for his younger brothers and sisters. He set out on this task by graduating from Northwestern Senior High School, Baltimore, Maryland, 1981. He enrolled into Howard University that same year. However By 1982, Omar had completely read the entire Holy Bible and accepted the person and saving work of the Lord Jesus Christ for himself. Omar developed a hunger and thirst to study the Bible and Christianity. He enrolled in Baltimore School of the Bible (BSOB). It was there that he got an excellent foundation in Christianity and the Bible. At BSOB Omar developed a hunger for world travel. Omar served first on Operation Mobilization’s missionary ship The Logos, while it was in port in Baltimore. Later, in 1987, Omar served three months with the African Inland Mission in Kenya, East Africa, in their “Live with a Pastor Program.” (It was on the continent of Africa that Omar preached his first Sunday morning sermon.) 

Omar graduated from Baltimore School of the Bible. In 1988, he later graduated from Morgan State University also in Baltimore (MSU is a Historically Black College). There he earned a Bachelors of Arts Degree in International Studies with an emphasis on Africa and African American History. 

Omar enrolled into Dallas Theological Seminary in 1990. While attending Dallas Seminary, he began attending church at St. John’s Missionary Baptist Church, pastored by the Late Dr. Manuel Scott Sr.. Pastor Scott became Omar’s mentor in the Ministry. Omar served on St. John’s pastoral staff and completed his pastoral internship at St. John’s Missionary Baptist Church where he preached, taught Bible studies, moderated worship services and shepherded the Noon Day Prayer group.

In 1994, Omar graduated from Dallas Theological Seminary, where he earned a Master of Theology Degree with an emphasis on pastoral counseling. Immediately after graduation, Omar entered a one-year contract with the STEP Foundation to be an Urban Pastor and to plant a church in South Dallas. Within a year, Omar had planted the Park Row Urban Church Without Walls, in a two-bed room apartment in South Dallas. The ministry was featured in the Dallas Morning News Paper for its work in the urban inner city. At the end of Omar’s one-year contract with the Step Foundation, Omar moved to Pasadena, CA and enrolled in Fuller Theological Seminary to pursue a doctorate degree in theology. 

However, in 1996, responding to the need to work and the call to do urban mission work, Omar, went to Los Angeles’ skid row, to serve at the Los Angeles Mission. Omar served the next five years of his life in this ministry to the homeless and drug-addicted souls of Los Angeles. While serving at the Los Angeles Mission, Omar’s conversion from the Nation of Islam to the Kingdom of God was recorded and aired on the 700 Club.

Omar met his wife Unitha while she was also serving the LORD at the Los Angeles Mission as a HIV/AIDS Educator and Counselor. Omar and Unitha were married in 1999, thus began his new spiritual ministry to his wife and family: Omar’s children are: Yahhson, Sadiq, Naheim and his daughter Safiyah. Omar was a member of the City of Refuge, shepherded by Bishop Noel Jones from February 2000 to January 2008. He served with Bishop Jones on their medical missionary journeys to Jamaica, WI. and South Africa ; He also served as a Board Member of the Noel Jones Institute, Lead Teacher in the New Members Department, Founded A.D.A.M.S. Men’s Ministry, and led many events and assisted Bishop Jones with numerous special projects.  Omar has also studied the religions of Rastafarianism, Islam and he completed a course in Judaism at the American Jewish University.  Omar has been the Senior Pastor of Los Angeles  Free Methodist Community Church since September 2009, where he is “Equipping Lives to Love & Serve Humanity!”
